 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1GCG was retained as specialist geotechnical advisor to LUL’s project team from the parliamentary stage through to its recent completion, and are still maintained as advisers on a range of issues.

One aspect of GCG’s involvement was to vet the proposals of the technical contractors for the site investigations for the whole scheme. Following completion of the site works GCG produced  interpretive geotechnical reports for four of the nine packages of the investigation: River crossings involving marine investigations, Canada Water to Durands Wharf, North Greenwich Peninsula and Thames Wharf to Stratford.

GCG was also responsible for the specification and supervision of some of the additional investigations which were undertaken to obtain supplementary information to address specific problems. For example, at Westminster Station soil-structure interaction analyses were required to assess the impact of construction on Big Ben. GCG designed the additional site investigation which included advanced laboratory testing to obtain the soil parameters needed for finite element analyses.
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
