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Description of Work

GCG was retained by the Department of International Law of the Republic of Hungary to join a panel of experts to represent their scientific interests in a case before the International Court of Justice.  GCG’s role was to address all engineering and seismology issues for a length of the Danube involving several dams and embankments.  This entailed visiting the site of the project, reviewing the design of structures, interviewing all relevant Hungarian experts and preparing a series of documents for submission to the Court.

The documents examined the design of the structures in the context of the common practice at the time of project conception in the 1960’s and in relation to modern practice.  Assessments of seismic hazard were made, utilising historical records obtained from Hungarian archives and modern instrumental data.

In addition, summary documents were prepared for the legal submissions to the Court.  The case was concluded to the satisfaction of the Hungarian government.
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
